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International Autonomous Underwater Vehicle (AUV) Competition

Event Specifications

Overview:   The International AUV Competition began in 1998 and is now entering its fourth year.  The event has grown from four teams in 1998 to the 12 schools that participated in 2000, including a high school team and a Canadian team.  It is anticipated the event will continue to grow in size.  The objective of the event is to challenge engineering students by creating a real-world scenario which requires an autonomous underwater vehicle to complete the mission.

Schedule:


Setup – 1-2 days


Practice – 2-3 days


Competition* – 1 day (with an additional day as a weather backup)

Awards Dinner/Party is held the evening of the Competition and is usually a festive, themed event.

*Note:
In order to attract a broader spectator base, the competition should occur on a Saturday or Sunday.

Site:


Pool/Pond Requirements (man-made or natural)

1. Horizontal dimension: minimum 1500’ circumference, roughly symmetric 

2. Depth up to 30’

3. Clarity – as clear as possible; swimming pool clarity is optimal

4. Bathymetry –flexible; could be a swimming pool or a pond with peaks, slopes and obstacles

5. Water type: freshwater is preferred

Surrounding

1. Must have some accommodations for team work areas, i.e. room for 15’x15’ tents per team or rooms or configurable workspace (with electrical power available)

2. Should be suitable for spectator accommodation (bleachers, chairs, etc.)

3. Access to the pool/pond should be abundant and easily achieved.  Other available bodies of water nearby (swimming pools) are also useful and allow the teams to submerge their vehicles for seal testing, etc.

Accommodations:

1. Affordable rooms are required – these are college students and they are on very tight budgets.  Quad occupancy is expected in most team rooms.

2. Competition officials, judges and family/friends will also book under room block.

3. Total expected room block: 75 rooms on peak night.  Estimated pattern:
